Subi Centro was no different - nearly
didn’t happen

Community didn’t see it as TOD
Train to improve the urban environment

Current planning process delivers
mediocrity - this level of infrastructure too
costly to go half way




Place to come back to

e Subiaco was purely a train station

e Now a thriving mixed use
development - until 6pm

e |Importantly the structure is in
place, just waiting for regulations
to change to permit certain uses




Density Matters

1996 - no dwellings

2005 - 1500+ dwellings
150,000m2 commercial floorspace
9,000m2 retail

Rail usage has increased 90%

Not dense enough - hope with last
stage

Need to set minimum average
densities
